I'm particularly proud of the fact that, for the second time running, we’ve successfully
expanded the offer for children with disabilities and are offering a fourth small group location this year.
For the area of inclusive care, there are now 19% more places available than in 2024, so as to better
cover the increased need.

- Bildung im Mittelpunkt as the central coordination point, the association Hi Jump Wien and further
dedicated organisations in the field of youth and education. Together, we do our utmost to ensure the
children experience an unforgettable holiday while also getting the chance to develop in a supportive
environment.

e 30June to 29 August 2025 (closed on 15 August 2025)
e Mon-Fri:8a.m.to5p.m.
e Additional wraparound care available (from 7:15 a.m. until 6 p.m. respectively)
e Maximum booking duration per child:
o Leisure programme 5 weeks (education campus children: 6 weeks)
o Leisure programme for children with disabilities 6 weeks
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e Per child/week 60 euros including lunch and a healthy snack, 30 euros for second and third
siblings on the same booking, free for additional siblings
e Children from asylum-seeking and minimum income households may join free of charge

e To receive an exemption from costs based on asylum-seeking status or the receipt of
minimum income, the proof must be uploaded and approved by BiM - Bildung im
Mittelpunkt GmbH before booking in the customer account. Proof that is presented after
the booking cannot be taken into account.

e Until registration closes: Free cancellation up until 48 hrs after the time of booking

e After 48 hrs: Should a booking need to be cancelled on or before 1 June 2025 (4 weeks
before the first week of the holidays), there is a processing fee of 20 euros for every
cancelled week of daycare per child. Cancellations after 1 June 2025: NO refund.

e Please note: The cancellation costs are charged regardless of whether the invoice has already
been paid or not.

e Booked spaces are non-transferable.

Unexcused absences for a whole week of booked daycare may result in the child being barred from
joining the Vienna Camps for the duration of one year, starting with the 2025 Vienna Autumn Camps.

The project is sponsored by the City of Vienna — Education and Youth, carried out with support from
the Vienna Department of Education and the City of Vienna — Vienna Schools and coordinated by
BiM - Bildung in Mittelpunkt GmbH.
